














For Senior Champion, the first prize winners of all classes 
20 months and over, shall compete.  For Junior Champion, 
the first prize winners of all Classes 8 and under 20 
months shall compete.

For Grand Champion, the Senior and Junior Champions 
must be paraded. 

24. The Judge may not adjudicate in any class in which an 
animal bred by him is competing but the class shall be 
Judged by a substitute Judge appointed by the Council 
Stewards.

CLEANING OF STALLS
25. It shall be the responsibility of the exhibitor or his 

representative to ensure that all stalls are cleaned and all 
waste materials are ready for loading by 7.30am each 
day. Any exhibitor not complying with this Regulation will 
be dealt with in such manner as the Council may decide.

PARADES OF CHAMPIONS
26. The exhibitor of every champion or reserve champion shall 

parade such animals in the Parades of Champions on the 
first Friday and Saturday. The Breed Display Cattle must 
parade in the Grand Parade and the Friday night breed 
parade, unless the exhibitor produces to the Council 
Stewards a veterinary certificate from the Official Cattle 
Veterinary Surgeon that the animal is not fit to be paraded 
or unless the Council Stewards decide that other good and 
sufficient reason exists to excuse any animal from 
parading. Failure to so parade shall result in the forfeiture 
of all prize money awarded to the exhibitor who shall be 
further liable to a fine of $200 per head in respect of each 
animal not paraded. If the fine is not paid, nominations in 
the Prime Beef and Stud Beef Cattle sections will not be 
accepted the following year.

EXHIBITOR ATTIRE
27. All persons leading Stock during judging or the parades 

are required to be neatly attired. A plain grey or white 
dust coat or any other Breed Society colour dust coat or 
jacket approved by the Committee must be worn. Stud 
Brands embossed on clothing or equipment must not be 
displayed during judging.

SIGNAGE
28. Each exhibitor may display one sign not exceeding 75cm x 

75cm (30 inches by 30 inches) but shall remove any such 
sign forthwith if directed to do so by the Council Stewards 
who shall have full power to give such direction without 
giving any reason therefore. Stud Beef Societies may 
display a card not exceeding 30cm by 45cm for each 
exhibit showing class number, catalogue number, tattoo, 
date of birth, weight, name of exhibit, name of sire, name 
of dam, name of exhibitor. 

Breed Society banners will only be permitted provided 
they are not of a size to interfere with lighting or 
ventilation and must be removed if directed to do so in 
accordance with the provisions of this Regulation. 

WEARING OF PRIZE RIBBONS 
29. Where cattle are submitted for sale by Auction, only 

ribbons that have been awarded in single classes may be 
worn.

30. Animals must not be paraded before the Judges in group 
classes wearing ribbons won in single classes.

COMMISSION ON SALES OF EXHIBITS
31. A commission of 1% on sales of exhibits effected either by 

auction or privately, either on the ground or elsewhere, 
during the period of the Exhibition, shall be paid to the 
Association by the sellers or their agents.

RATIONALISATION OF CLASS NUMBERS
32. If after the closing date of entries the total nominations 

are in excess of the number of cattle able to be 
accommodated, the Association reserves the right to 
reduce the number of animals entered.  In such cases, a 
refund of entry fees paid will be made to exhibitors. In the 
event that a reduction in numbers is needed, an exhibitor 
with 5 entries in any one class will be made to reduce 
numbers in that class by one. If further reductions are 
required, exhibitors with cattle in the youngest bull and 
heifer classes will be restricted to one head only in each of 
those classes.

GROOMING FRAME
33. Some clipping frames will be provided by the Association. 

Exhibitor-owned clipping frames can only be set up in 
designated areas under the direction of the Stud Beef 
Cattle Superintendent and must be dismantled and 
removed before noon on the first Friday of the Show. 
Non-compliance with this requirement may incur a $100 
fine and the clipping frame will be removed at the 
exhibitor's expense.

PUBLICATION OF ANIMAL PARTICULARS
34. The exhibitor irrevocably consents to the RNA publishing 

or reproducing in any manner whatsoever any particulars 
or information in relation to their exhibits; the publication 
or reproduction may be in a printed form or visual image 
through electronic means and/or on the internet.

SUBSTITUTIONS
35. The RNA has introduced a new rule that allows for 

substitution of animals. Substitutes are not required to be 
nominated at time of Entry. 

A substitute, in lieu of the original Entry, and/or a 
withdrawn Entry must be advised to the RNA on the 
Substitution Form, no later than Friday 26 June 2009.

Substitution is allowed within a class only.

ORDER OF PARADES

(a) Parade of Champions on the first Friday - to be led 
by the breed of the Grand Champion Led Steer.

(b) Parade of Champions on the Saturday - to be led by 
the Champion of Champions.

(c) Grand Parade  - to be led by the breed of the Prime 
Beef Champion Steer, followed by the breeds as 
positioned in the pavilion, commencing from the 
front to the back of the ground floor, and followed 
from the front to the back, from left to right of the 
Stock Pavilion.

(d) Breed Parade on the last Friday night to be led by 
the Champion Steer.

No person under the age of 10 years is permitted in the 
main ring during the Grand Parade. All handlers must be 
capable of controlling any animal in their care.

YOUNG JUDGES COMPETITION

A Young Judges Competition for Stud Beef Cattle will be 
conducted in the Stud Beef Cattle Sale Ring on Sunday 9 
August 2009 at 8.30am. Entries will be accepted at the location 
on the day of competition. Further particulars and schedules are 
available on application.

VETERINARY SERVICES

The Association's Council is pleased to advise that for the 
forthcoming Royal Queensland Show, arrangements have again 
been made for veterinary services to be available on a 24 hour 
basis, commencing on Saturday 1 August 2009 through until 
Saturday 15 August 2009.
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The official veterinary surgeons are permitted to charge their 
normal consultation fees plus an hourly rate for extended 
services. In addition, exhibitors will be required to pay the cost of 
all drugs used.  Exhibitors will be responsible for the payment of 
all monies owing to the veterinary surgeons.

Any animal showing signs of illness is to be reported to the RNA 
Veterinary Surgeon immediately.

4. All ribbon winners will be auctioned at an unreserved sale 
after the completion of judging. The remainder in Classes 1 
to 9 and Classes 16 to 18 will be sold to Nolan Meats, 
Gympie. Classes 13 and 14 will be sold to Australian Country
Choice/Coles Supermarkets. The RNA will negotiate a 
private sale grid price with these companies prior to show 
for animals not eligible for auctions.

This grid will include normal commerical grid penalties.

5.  When lodging entries, the breed or cross of exhibit
       as well as the NAME of the owner's accredited
       SELLING AGENT must be stated on the "Application
       to Enter" form.

Owners/exhibitors must have contacted agents, prior to 
entries closing, to confirm agents agreement to receive 
exhibits and act on owners/exhibitors behalf.

The Committee reserves the right after the close of entries 
to restrict nominations if found necessary to do so.

6.   All entries presented for judging in the Hoof
      competiton are automatically entered into the Hook
      competition and must compete.

9. Due to meat safety requirements and the health threat with 
Q Fever, there will be no viewing of carcases at the abattoir. 
There will be a presentation at the RNA Showgrounds in 
Meeting Room 1, Industrial Pavilion, at 10.00am on 
Saturday 8 August 2009.

10. Every endeavour will be made to display one side of each of 
the Champion and Reserve Champion carcases from each 
Division (On Hoof and Carcase sections) and will be 
transported to the RNA Meat Hall for display from Monday 
10 August until Saturday 15 August 2009.

11. Delivery of the carcases displayed in the RNA Meat Hall will 
be made on Monday 17 August 2009. Carcases not required 
for display may be collected on Monday 10 August 2009.

The purchaser of carcases on display is responsible 
for the cost of delivery from the Meat Hall.

12. Signs acknowledging the purchaser of carcases on display 
must not exceed 300 x 400mm. 

13. Nolan Meats and Australian Country Choice will retain hides 
and offal in exchange for the service kill.  

14. All animals must be quiet when paraded in the ring for 
judging. Unruly animals may be disqualified by the Stewards 
at their discretion.

15. All animals must be paraded by the nominated owner or 
their grooms.

2. Persons participating in these competitions must be full time 
students at a school or college which has made application
for entry in the RNA Open or Junior Steer Competitions or
individuals or groups whose exhibits have been entered in
their name and must be 18 years of age and under at the
date of showing.

3. Grain Fed or Grain Accessed, Pasture Fed or Crop Fed 
cattle may be entered or exhibited. 

Grain fed cattle must be from an accredited feedlot
(purple docket must be supplied).

4. Cattle entered in the Prime Beef Cattle Classes must have
been reared on their own mothers; cattle reared on foster
mothers are NOT ELIGIBLE for competition in any Class.

5. CATTLE CANNOT BE ENTERED FOR NOR COMPETE IN
MORE THAN ONE CLASS.

Total entries allowed per section are:

3 entries - Single classes
2 entries - Pen of 3 classes
3 entries - Pen of 6 classes

6. If after weighing at the RNA Showgrounds exhibits are too
heavy or too light for the class entered, they can be
transferred to another class as long as they are within the
class weight ranges.

If exhibits are too heavy or too light for their  respective
section they will be disqualified.

If in the event of too many entries the RNA reserves the
right to limit the number of entries for exhibitors.

Any entry that is outside the heaviest or lightest section 
weight range on Wednesday afternoon after weighing is
ineligible for competition and will be sold immediately over 
the hooks at a pre-negotiated grid rate.

7. No heifer in calf will be eligible to compete. Any prize 
awarded to any cow found, after being sold or killed, to be 
in calf, shall be forfeited. No bull or stag may compete in 
any Class.

8. The Council Stewards are empowered to reject any 
exhibits, which in their opinion are not worthy for
exhibition as prime beef cattle and may place an
identification mark on cattle where necessary.

9. When lodging entries, the NAME of the owner's accredited 
SELLING AGENT must be stated on the Entry Form.

10. All cattle are to be for bona fide sale and will be post sale 
live weighed. They must be killed at a recognised abattoir 
or recognised slaughterhouse not later than 20 August 
2009.  

ATTENTION IS DRAWN TO THE ASSOCIATION'S
BY-LAW No. 119 - COMMISSION SALES

11. All cattle rejected must be removed as directed by the 
Council Stewards. 

12. In the event of the Judge deciding that the exhibits in any 
Class are not worthy of a prize, no prize will be awarded.

13. TO ENABLE THE NECESSARY YARD ACCOMMODATION TO 
BE PREPARED, EACH EXHIBITOR OF PRIME BEEF CATTLE 
OR HIS AGENT MUST, WHEN FORWARDING ENTRIES, 
STATE ON THE ENTRY FORM THE TOTAL NUMBER OF
CATTLE HE WILL BE SENDING TO THE SHOW.  NO CATTLE
CAN COMPETE IN ANY CLASS ADDITIONAL TO THOSE FOR
WHICH THEY ARE ENTERED ON THE ENTRY FORM.

14. Entries must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor at 
least three months prior to the 31 July 2009.

15. It is recommended that all cattle in Classes 20 to 27 arrive
at the RNA Showgrounds before 9.00am Wednesday 5
August 2009; in any case they must be on the RNA 
Showgrounds not later than 1.00pm on that day. Any 
cattle not penned by 1.00pm will not be eligible for 
competition except if delayed by some unavoidable 
circumstances but nevertheless the Council Stewards shall
decide whether to accept or reject such exhibits.

16. All cattle will be required to remain on the Showgrounds
until 5.00am on Monday 10 August 2009 with the
exception of the Champions which will remain until
5.00am on Thursday 13 August 2009. From the time the
exhibits are sold on Friday 7 August 2009 until they are
removed from the Showgrounds, feeding will be the
responsibility of the exhibitor.

17. No double decker trucks without side load facility will be
permitted.

18. After the fall of the hammer, the stock becomes the
responsibility of the purchaser in every respect, with the
exception of feeding, as per Regulation 15. 

19. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor or his agent to place
animals in their correct Classes and pens before weighing.

20. ALL CATTLE ENTERED IN THIS DIVISION MUST BE

Whether an exhibit is showing the correct
number of teeth shall be subject to determination by the
Association's Veterinary Surgeon at the direction of the
Council Stewards. 

23. The teeth of all cattle exhibited in the Prime Beef Cattle
Section must be examined by the Exhibitor or his agent
between 30 June 2009 and prior to the date of arrival on
the Showgrounds.

All prime beef cattle must be ear tagged. Tags will be marked on
both sides with the number of the animal or animals comprising
an entry which will correspond with the catalogue of entries.  The 
ear tags will be supplied by the Association to each exhibitor after
the close of entries.  Exhibitors in classes 20 to 27 only, are 
requested to indicate on the Entry Form, Pasture Fed Animals, 
and this will be indicated on the ear tags by underlining the tag
number.

It will be the responsibility of the exhibitor or his agent to affix
the appropriate coloured tag to the near ear prior to despatch to
the Showgrounds.  Each ear tag will indicate the number of
permanent incisors erupted. The following colours will be used.

Orange - milk incisors
White - two incisors
Green - four incisors

If the animal shows no permanent incisors or shows no evidence
of having had any permanent incisors, an orange ear tag shall be 
affixed to the near ear.

In the case of an animal showing one permanent incisor, it will be 

eligible only for Classes requiring two permanent incisors.

When the animal is showing no more than two permanent incisors
or showing evidence of having had no more than two permanent
incisors, a white ear tag shall be affixed to the near ear.  When
the animal is showing no more than four permanent incisors or
showing evidence of having had no more than four permanent
incisors, a green tag shall be affixed to the near ear. 

Each exhibitor must forward, prior to the penning of his cattle, a 
Statutory Declaration prepared and supplied by the Association, 
verifying that the animals have been correctly tagged and
mouthed, prior to despatch to the RNA Showgrounds.

EAR TAGGING

24. NO ANIMAL WILL BE ALLOWED TO BE PENNED IN ANY
